Each morning after breakfast, you’ll head out with an expert guide to safely view the 

bears. The walks are comfortably paced, as they are geared towards plenty of 

viewing and photo opportunities. Polar bears are also known to saunter by the lodge 

on a regular basis, so you can often view them from the warmth and comfort of the 

lounge through the massive picture windows. In the evenings, enjoy informative 

lectures, beautiful slide presentations, and conversation around the fire.
